I believe, like the writer of Psalm 126, that God is doing great
things in our midst. I’ve seen a joy in our gathering together in worship; a
joy as I haven’t seen in a long time. I sense hope on the horizon. I see our
lives of faith drawing even closer together as we re-engage with our com-
munity. We might still have some time of difficulty and transition. But if
we open our eyes to God’s reality, we can see how our times of lament
are producing songs and shouts of joy! This is not a dream. This is the
reality of his love for us.

A note from our Pastor....
